For example, it may be a presentation delivering an opinion or examination of a
current issue some new research or a case study demonstrating the impact of a
business event.

e The presentation should be capable of being converted into an article for
MICEnet magazine, and be in a format suitable for electronic publication on a
website.

e If the presentation is in PowerPoint or other a/v format, the content and message
would need to be complete within the PowerPoint, or contain supplementary
notes.

e The presentation must be original work.

e The presenter/author must consent to being nominated.

The Winning Entry

The winner will enjoy wide exposure as the winning entry will be published on the
websites of BECA and its member organisations including Meetings Events Australia,
Exhibition and Events Association of Australia and the Association of Australian
Convention Bureaux. It will also be published in print form in Mice.net magazine.
